WHEREAS, All Tennesseans want to wotk to presetve and petpetuate our heritage of trees and
fotests across the state; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of Arbor Day is to encourage the planting of trees to enhance our rural
landscapes, provide forest products and jobs for forest industries, reduce the erosion of our topsoil,
and provide habitat for wildlife; and

WHEREAS, the state wishes to recognize the City of Kingspott for hosting the State Arbor Day
Celebration, and extends a thank you to all the tree boards, commissions and committees for their
efforts to improve our cities and towns that make Tennessee a great place to live, work and play;
